DISCIPLINE POLICY.

Train up a child in the way he should go and when he is old, he will not depart from it. Proverbs 22:6

Correct thy son and he shall give thee rest; yea, he shall give delight to thy soul. Proverbs 29:17

The rod and reproof give wisdom: but a child left to himself bringeth his mother to shame. Proverbs

29:15

Chasten thy son while there is hope, and let not thy soul spare for his crying. Proverbs 19:18

A student’s attitude, conversation, behavior and character must at all times be such as to promote the Christian values Bluff Christian Academy believes in and upholds. This is reflected in the Standard of Conduct and Learner Code of Conduct, which students are required to fill in and sign.

Discipline is what is done for a child, not what is done to him.  Bluff Christian Academy believes that the Biblical implication of discipline is to make the children want to do right.  This can take the form of praise, encouragement, reward, withholding privileges or spanking.

Disciplinary measures follow the guidelines set out in the Procedures Manuals from School of Tomorrow (Procedures Manual I pages 115 to 119; Procedures Manual II page 104.)

Demerits / Detention.  Students who violate Learning Center procedures are issued demerits.  Three demerits in one day results in a Corrective Action Notice to be taken home for the parent’s signature before the student serves Detention: 3 demerits  = 20 minutes detention.  


Every demerit thereafter results in 5 minutes added on, to a maximum of 45 minutes.  

For more serious offences, or repeated offences, a maximum of three hours detention may be served on a Friday.
At the end of each day, all demerits are cancelled.  The student starts with a

clean slate each day.

* Biblical Correction (corporal correction) is administered when the child has failed to exercise self-restraint and to apply Biblical principles (moral violations)

Ideally the child’s father would administer the correction privately in an office at school.

Failing this, it can be administered at school;

When administering biblical correction at school: -

a)
Corporal Correction Notification (form no. 335) must be filled in by the teacher and signed by the child as well as his guardian.

b)
Two staff members will be present for the correction and a staff member of the same sex as the child should administer or witness the correction.

c)
A fiat, thin paddle should be used and not more than 6 strokes should be administered.

d)
Following the correction, the staff member will pray with the child, review the offense and encourage the child to pray for forgiveness.

e)
The staff member must fill in Corporal Correction Report (form no. 336). A copy of this form is to be sent to the child’s guardian and a copy is to be filed.

(Guidelines for administering Biblical correction are in the Procedures Manual I on page 117 and 118)

Expulsion / Suspension (Procedures Manual II page 104.) A pupil, who continues to misbehave despite all reasonable correction following the guide, set out above will be dealt with as follows​:

1.
First warning: conference with student and Supervisor/ Monitor and Principal regarding specific steps he/she needs to take to remain in the school.

2. Second, written warning: conference with parents and Principal regarding deviant behavior and steps, if any, to be taken for the child to remain in the school.

3. If there is deemed to be insufficient improvement in the student’s behavior, the student may be suspended for a time with the approval of the school board.

4.
Suggest the parents withdraw the child and transfer him/her to another school.

5.
Expel the student.
